PHOTO ID REQUIRED at Registration


EACH PERSON picking up a credential at Registration must show photo ID in order to obtain his/her credential.  Be sure to bring your Driver’s License or other photo ID with date of birth with you. PLEASE TELL YOUR GUESTS about this requirement.

Parking + Conveyance to Circuit


Each entry will include two (2) parking passes. One of these must be affixed to the window of your transport vehicle while it is parked at the circuit. 

Your best choice is to take the Metro – a 10 minute ride to the circuit - which will let you off near the paddock—a short walk across the bridge, turn left, about 1000 feet past the hairpin grandstands on the right is the entrance to the support paddock. The Metro costs $3.00 CDN per trip. A carnet of 6 Metro tickets is available for purchase in the Metro station for $14.25 CDN, or a 3 day pass is $16.00 CDN. The closest Metro stop to the Queen Elizabeth Hotel is BONAVENTURE, which can be accessed from Level S2 of the Hotel. Directions to and from the track and the Queen Elizabeth will be available at Registration. 
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Credentials


Credentials are required to enter the Circuit commencing Thursday, 9 June 2011. Each entry includes credentials for the Driver and 4 crew/guests. The 5 credentials that are included with your entry will not include a grandstand seat. Team members and guests must be 18 or older in order to receive a credential with pit access.


Only one type of Overcrew credential will be available at Registration.  Essentially, this credential is a Thursday thru Sunday paddock pass with pit access during 

HGP tracktime only. Overcrew credentials will be available for purchase at Registration for $100.00 CDN . Overcrew credentials do NOT include a grandstand seat. Grandstand seats will NOT be available for purchase at Registration but may be purchased through www.circuitgillesvilleneuve.ca 
 “Open Check”


Teams and Drivers (only) may use the “open check” system for paying for crew and guests in excess of the 5 per entry. Due to the currency difference, it is recommended to use a credit card for this purpose, rather than a check. The registrar must have your VISA/MC credit card information in hand before any one on your “open check” list can receive credentials. At the close of Registration on Saturday, your credit card will be charged for only those listed guests who have actually come through Registration.

“Can Buy”


If you wish to have a guest pay for his or her credential at Registration, place an X in the column marked Can-Buy next to the guest’s name on the Registration Crew/Guest List which will be available at Registration. The guest will receive the same overcrew credential described above for $100.00 CDN. PLEASE ALERT YOUR GUESTS THAT WE CAN ONLY ACCEPT CDN CASH FOR PAYMENT OF “CAN BUY” CREDENTIALS. Other types of credentials/tickets may be available from www.circuitgillesvilleneuve.ca .

Children and Minors


Children as well as adults must have a ticket or credential to enter the circuit. 

The information at the Circuit Gilles Villeneuve website says “One child aged 11 and under, accompanied by an adult holding a General Admission ticket, will be admitted free of charge as a General Admission spectator. Child ticket is required. One (1) child per adult.” People ages 12 through 17 will need General Admission tickets.

We will have a limited number of Child Tickets for children 11 and under available at Registration. General Admission tickets for minors age 12-17 must be purchased at the Circuit ticket booths. The ticket prices are as follows:

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Scooters, Pit Carts, and Cycles


For those who have not been to this event before, the paddock is a LOOOOONG way from the pits. Bring as many scooters, pit carts and cycles as you can squeeze in the transporter. You won’t regret it. These vehicles will not require parking passes as long as 1) you are not using them for the commute from the hotel, and 2) they stay on the circuit grounds. In other words, don’t plan to use them to pick someone up at the Metro station, or to go off grounds to get lunch.

Driver Licensing


Each US Driver will be required to show a current, valid FiA HISTORIC I or full Grade C or higher Drivers License. US Drivers must present a current valid license issued by ACCUS as well as the International Competition Letter (also issued by ACCUS) at Registration.  Canadian Drivers must present a current valid license issued by ASN Canada, Grade C, with accommodation language. No Exceptions!
