In Canada, management of the radio frequency spectrum and associated radio systems is performed by Industry Canada(s, Spectrum, Information Technologies and Telecommunications  division.

If you are planning to install and operate a radio system on site at the Grand-Prix of Canada,  the following information will be of assistance.  This also applies if you already hold a radio licence issued by Industry Canada.

Industry Canada will issue a short term authority for the installation and operation of your radio systems at this event upon reception of a request.  The information provided in your application will allow us to review and coordinate the assignment of radio frequencies  in order to minimize interference conflicts between radio systems during the event. 

Please complete and return the attached form as soon as possible to allow sufficient processing time. Note that the installation or operation of a radio apparatus without authority is prohibited under Section 4 of the Radiocommunication Act.

All requests are handled on a (first come, first served basis( and frequency assignments will be subject to availability. 
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1There is a possibility that the proposed frequencies may not be compatible in Montreal. In such a case, we will select replacement frequencies within the frequency range of your radio equipment. Reprogramming of your radio apparatus will then be necessary.

Upon reception of your radiocommunication authorization, it will be important to take note of authorized frequencies and reprogram your radios if necessary.  
Licence fees of $15.40 in Canadian funds per radio unit must be paid prior to the event. We accept Visa or Master Card. Credit card information may be sent via E-Mail or fax.
